INSTRUCTIONS: It is very important to read and follow all regulations and requirements cited 
below. The Cadetôs application and acceptance confirms consent to the following stipulations: 
 

ARRIVAL: Cadets will report to the NMANG on the morning of Thursday 27 December 2007. 
No early arrivals. Check-in will be from 0800-1130 hours. Ground transportation from the ABQ 
Sunport will be provided for Cadets arriving by commercial airline. Ground transportation will 
depart ABQ Sunport at 1100 hours. No late arrivals. Cadets will arrive in civilian clothing.  
 
DEPARTURE: Official checkout will be on Friday 04 January 2008 following the Graduation 
Ceremony and general inspection. Cadets departing via ABQ Sunport will be returned to the 
Sunport by 1400 hours. Reminder: Return flight times will need to allow extra time to clear 
security prior to departure. Please make appropriate allowances. No early departures. The 
COTC will announce exact release time.

Click óclassroomô, 
ólesson plans, recruit training syllabusô. Completion of BMR preferred. Minimum Standard: 
Completion of Chapter 1, 5, 6, 9, and 10. No exceptions. 
 

(2) Unit CO signature on the local order is certification that the Cadet is ready for Recruit 
Training and that the training in the above lessons has been completed. 
 
(3) See the Sea Bag List (page 3 below), additional instructions and regulations. Failure to 
comply will result in the Cadetôs removal from the training.  
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CELL PHONES AND OTHER PERSONA L ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT  
Cadets are not allowed to possess or use c ell phones and other personal electronic 
equipment at any time during the training. No cameras, camera phones, ipods, CD 
players, audio or video recording equipment, pagers, et al. All cell p hones and personal 
electronic equipment will be confiscated. Cadets are not allowed to take photos or 
make recordings. Electronic equipment will be returned to the Cadet upon release. The 
USNSCC and the Training Command are not responsible for lost, stolen , and/or 
damaged electronic equipment. The Command will not investigate missing electronic 
equipment.  
 
PARENT AND CADET COMMUNICATION  

Communication between the parent and the Ca det will be limited to USPS and emails . 
Unless otherwise stated in writing, inc oming mail will be opened and monitored for 
contraband. Parents may send open email messages to Cadets via the Command 
Center. Cadets may reply by USPS mail and are encouraged to bring a few sheets of 
paper, envelops and a pen or pencil in order to write m essages to parents , family and 
friends . 
 
MEDICATIONS  
Follow all USNSCC regulations. Prescription medication must be in original and sealed 
bottle with written prescription showing pharmacy and physicianõs name. All OTC 
must be in original bottle and sealed  with authorized letter of instructions and parent 
signature. Parentõs full name, address and current, day and night phone numbers 
must be present on letter. No exceptions. Cadets will submit all  medications to 
Medic al  Corps. There will be no access to FAX  service . 
 
MEDICAL EMERGENCY  
In the unlikely event of a medical emergency requiring transport to a medical care 
facility (such as a hospital  or urgent care ), the parents are responsible for all medical -
related expenses. Basic medical care and first aid are  always available for safety of all 
Cadets. The Command will make a reasonable attempt to contact parents of Cadets 
with medical emergencies. The USNSCC Medical Release form signed by the parent 
must appear in the C adetõs service jacket. There will be no a ccess to FAX service.  
  
TRANSPORTATION POLICY  

If the COTC determines that it is necessary for the Cadet to be returned home prior to 
the end of the RT, parents will be notified to arrange transportation for an immediate 
return trip. Parents are responsibl e for all travel expenses. Parentõs full name, address 
and current day and night time phone numbers must be present in Service Jacket 
documentation. Parents are responsible for maintaining current phone numbers in all 
records. If parents or family members are traveling away from home during the time of 
the training, contact telephone numbers are required.   
 
NO REFUNDS  
There are no refunds for this training. Expenses are incurred  well before the training. 
Contractorsõ and vendorsõ services are arranged and paid prior to the training. 
Consequently, there are no refunds for the RT.
